The Abbottsfield — Penny McKee Branch features
a compact yet well-equipped Makerspace, offering
customers hands-on access tools for creativity and
digital projects. The space includes two iMacs,

a 3D printer, heat press, Cricut vinyl cutter, digital
conversion station, sewing machine, and an Xbox,
inviting all ages to explore, create, and play.

Each spring, a collaborative art project invites
library visitors to contribute to a growing piece,
encouraging spontaneous creativity and
participation from March through May.

Original artworks on display include The Gathering
by Lance Cardinal, a multidisciplinary artist and
member of the Treaty 8 Bigstone Cree Nation,

and a piece by Maxine Noel (loyan Mani),

a celebrated artist from the Santee Oglala Sioux
Nation in Manitoba.

Area, provides an accessible space for community
events, workshops, and meetings.
