Anthology. We are aware that this is a shortcoming and will work towards featuring guest
editors to help us with non-English submissions in future publications. When we gain more
language capacity on our editorial team, we will update this call for submissions.

e If your submission is longer than one page, please paginate your work.

o Visual and concrete poetry must be submitted as a PDF. All other poetry can be
submitted as .doc or .docx file.

o0 Works should be a maximum of 2500 words; please double-space your work
